COURSE

DESCRIPTION

This course covers basic statistical techniques, including design and analysis for both parametric and non-parametric
data. Descriptive statistics are measures of central tendency and measures of dispersion. Graphical techniques of
illustrating data are covered. Probability and its application to inferential procedures are covered. Inferential statistics
included are estimation and hypothesis testing, chi-square, analysis of variance and regression. Applications are drawn
from a wide variety of fields.

PREREQUISITES

Math 90 with a grade of "C" or better, or by eligibility by placement on the VVC assessment exam. If you have not met
this prerequisite and somehow passed into this class, you will likely be administratively dropped within the first week of
class.

TEXTBOOK / MATERIALS

ELEMENTARY STATISTICS, 2ND EDITION, BY NAVIDI/MONK

Online access at Connect Math, accessed through Blackboard. You will need an access code. You
can purchase the access code directly from the website (5100.00 with optional $15 “print upgrade”
mailed directly to your home), or from the Rams bookstore ($130.15 for the access code only), or
access packaged with a loose-leaf version of the text (5175.50).

CALCULATORS

A graphing calculator will be required for this class. It is preferred that you have a TI-84 series calculator,
(as that will be the calculator | will be teaching from) but the TI-89 is also an option. The TI-83 is missing
some of the features which we will be using in the course; if you choose the TI-83 or some other graphing
calculator, you will be responsible for learning accommodate for the missing features.

| PROMISE you that | will teach you how to use this calculator. It is a key component of this course, so that
we can focus on the “how” and “why” of the statistics we learn. Hundreds of past students can attest to
the necessity of a graphing calculator in this course.

THE HYBRID / “FLIPPED” CLASS FORMAT

“Hybrid” means that your class is partially on-campus and partially online. This class will be different from
any of your other math classes because you will be taking your lecture notes and doing your homework at
home BEFORE you come to class. In class, we will expand on what you have already learned and practiced
online. The goal is to provide an active-learning environment in the classroom rather than a static “listen to
the teacher talk” environment. We will do this through review, discussion, classroom exercises and
activities.

HOMEWORK

PRACTICE is a vital component in learning mathematics. You are to read each section in the book, take
lecture notes (see below) and do the assighed homework at the Connect Math website. You may take each
homework assignment as many times as you wish, and | will only count the highest grade for each.
